Petitioner: 
Doa J. Ross, Deputy General Manager, Engineering and Operations 

Recommendations: 
That the Board of Directors ratify approval of an interlocal agreement between the Southern 
Nevada Health District and the District for installation of water facilities for the SNHD – BSL3 
Lab Project. 

Fiscal Impact: 
None by approval of the above recommendation. 

Background: 
The Southern Nevada Health District (SNHD) submitted plans to the District for the installation 
of two 2-inch domestic meters with two 2-inch reduced pressure principal assemblies, and one 8-
inch reduced pressure detector assembly with one ¾-inch bypass meter (Facilities) at the project 
known as SNHD – BSL3 Lab, Project No. 142467 (Project).  This Project is on Martin L. King 
Boulevard, north of Wellness Way. 
 
The SNHD has secured funding from the City of North Las Vegas, Clark County, and the State of 
Nevada to finance the Project.  The SNHD advised the District that funding for this Project requires 
the commencement of construction no later than January 2, 2026.  To accommodate this deadline, 
the Interlocal Agreement No. 142467-A (Agreement) was executed by both parties, pending 
ratification by the District’s Board of Directors.   
 
Upon ratification by the Board, this Agreement includes the terms and conditions for installation 
of the Facilities, as generally shown on Exhibit A of the Agreement, at the SNHD’s sole expense.  
The SNHD will ensure payment for all construction water use and provide the District with 
easements to the Facilities.  Upon completion of the Project, the Facilities will become District 
property. 
 
This Agreement is being entered into pursuant to NRS 277.180 and Sections 1(5) and 1(13) of the 
Las Vegas Valley Water District Act, Chapter 167, Statutes of Nevada 1947.  The office of the 
General Counsel has reviewed and approved the Agreement.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT FOR 
SOUTHERN NEVADA HEALTH DISTRICT 

SNHD BSL3 LAB 

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into by and between the Southern Nevada Health District, a political 
subdivision of the State of Nevada, hereinafter called "Health District", and the Las Vegas Valley Water 
District, a political subdivision of the State of Nevada, hereinafter called "District", WITNESSETH: 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, the District is engaged in the business of distributing potable water in the City of Las Vegas, 
Nevada, and portions of the County of Clark, Nevada; and 

WHEREAS, the Health District is the owner of property generally located on Martin L. King Boulevard, north 
of Wellness Way, further referenced as Clark County Assessor's Parcel Number 139-33-402-031, is 
desirous of receiving a commitment for potable water from the District and has made application for water 
service to said project; and 

WHEREAS, the District is willing to serve said real property with water pursuant to its Service Rules as 
adopted by its Board of Directors and subject to the Health District performing all of the terms, conditions 
and provisions hereinafter set forth and required of the Health District; and 

WHEREAS, the Health District is willing to construct at its sole cost and expense the required water service 
connection and appurtenances for the purpose of providing water service to said real property; and 

WHEREAS, both the Health District and the District are authorized to enter into interlocal agreements 
pursuant to NRS 277.180. 

NOW, this Agreement WITNESSETH: 

ARTICLE I 

HEALTH DISTRICT AGREES: 
1. This Agreement provides a water commitment on a conditional basis only for SNHD BSL3 LAB

generally located Martin L King Boulevard
139-33-402-031. The conditional water commitment is provided in accordance with the
Service Rules which are made a part of the Agreement by reference and applies only to the
development identified in this paragraph.

2. The water commitment will be conditional until all water facilities identified in this Agreement are
constructed by the Health District and accepted by the District for the complete development described
in this Agreement.

3. In the event the use of the property changes and modifications to the water facilities are required, the
Health District will be required to either obtain a new conditional water commitment from the District, or
at the option of the District, to amend the Agreement.

4. At the Health District's sole cost and expense to furnish all necessary materials, labor, and equipment
for the construction of the water main(s), fire hydrants and laterals, service connections, backflow
prevention assemblies, and appurtenances, from the main to the point where the water being delivered
leaves the piping owned by the District, hereinafter called "Water Facilities", shown on that certain plan
or plans entitled:

SNHD BSL3 LAB 
Utility Plan  Public & Onsite 

5. Said Water Facilities may be sized to ultimately provide water service to development other than
described herein, however the conditional water commitment is only for that portion of the project
described herein and any additional construction requires a separate and additional conditional water
commitment from the District.
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6. Said Water Facilities shall be constructed in the locations shown, and in accordance with the 
above-mentioned plan or plans, as approved by the District, and in conformance with District 
specifications. 

7. To comply with the Service Rules that are in force on the effective date of this agreement 
including those sections pertaining to the water commitment process and construction of the Water 
Facilities identified in this Agreement. 

8. All work shall be subject to inspection and approval by an authorized representative of the District and 
the District shall be notified a minimum of 48 hours in advance of actual construction start and 24 hours 
prior to an inspection of any part of the work, in order that necessary inspection can be arranged. 

9. At the Health District's sole cost and expense, to perform all survey work necessary to ensure 
installation of the Water Facilities to the location and grades called for in the plans. 

10. At the Health Dis  sole cost and expense, to disinfect and pressure test the Water Facilities to the 
satisfaction of the District and the health authorities having jurisdiction. 

11. Connections to existing mains shall be made only in the presence of an authorized representative of 
the District and at the times specified by the District. 

12. The Water Facilities shall be located outside of driveways, driveway approaches, or other areas subject 
to vehicular traffic. In the event the Water Facilities are located within those areas either inadvertently 
or otherwise, the Health District shall cause such Water Facilities to be relocated outside of the 
driveways, driveway approaches or other areas described above, in accordance with the 
requirements, or shall reimburse the District for the cost of relocating said Water Facilities. If 
extraordinary conditions exist that would prevent compliance with this requirement, the Health District 
may submit to the District a written request for a waiver of this requirement pursuant to the 
Service Rules. 

13. To furnish to the District easements, in a form satisfactory to the District, where Water Facilities are 
approved to be installed in other than dedicated street or alleys. Said easements shall conform to the 
requirements as indicated on the approved water plan or plans and be perpetual. The conditions of 
said easements shall be such that no buildings, structures, trees, shrubs, or other improvements which 
would interfere with its use by the District can be placed upon it, that the District will have the right to 
operate, maintain, repair, replace, and/or change the size and/or number of Water Facilities; and that 
proper access to all parts of the easement by District forces and equipment is provided. The conditions 
of said easements shall further provide that the property owner agrees to pay any and all costs incurred 
by the District to make and/or maintain said easements accessible to the District. It may be provided 
that other utility lines can be installed in said easement, so long as they do not interfere with its use by 
the District, and are in compliance with state laws and regulations. If access to a District easement is 
obstructed, absent an emergency situation, the Health District will be notified and given an opportunity 
to remove the obstruction before the District incurs cost to remove the obstruction. 

14. Should any defective material or workmanship affecting the Water Facilities installed by the Health 
District be disclosed within one (1) year of the date of completion and acceptance of the Water Facilities 
by the District, the Health District shall immediately cause the defect to be corrected, or shall reimburse 
the District for its cost to correct said defect. For the purpose of this Agreement, failures including, but 
not limited to, any leak or break in the Water Facilities, or any pavement settlement, shall be considered 
conclusive evidence of defective materials and/or workmanship. 

15. Upon completion of construction of the work and acceptance of the work by the District, the Health 
District will provide the District with all its right, title, and interest, in and to the Water Facilities. The 
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Health District will warrant at the time of said final acceptance that there are no encumbrances for 
material and labor claims. 

16. All water will be taken through metered service connections, in accordance with the Service 
Rules. The Health District will require its contractor to install the meters in a timely manner. 

17. All water delivered through service connections will be metered and the Health District is responsible 
for all monthly bills for such water calculated at the current rate for metered construction water until 
such time as the first occupant activates the water service account with the Customer Care 
Division. 

18. To require its contractor to protect all existing Water Facilities during construction and to promptly 
undertake the repair of damaged facilities upon authorization of the District. 

19. Any of the Water Facilities installed under this Agreement, once disinfected and tested to the 
satisfaction of the District and once connected to existing District facilities, must maintain established 
water quality standards throughout the installed system. Should the District determine that water quality 
standards are not being maintained following the connection of the approved facilities to the 
system, a Water Quality Mitigation Plan (WQ Plan) will be required for review and implementation at 
the sole expense of the Health District. 

20. To the fullest extent permitted by law, Developer shall indemnify, defend and hold the District harmless 
from any and all claims, demands, liens, actions, damages, costs, and expenses  (including reasonable 
attorneys' fees) based upon or arising out of alleged acts or omissions of the Developer, or its officers, 
employees, agents, contractors, licensees or invitees during the construction and installation of the 
water facilities.  As a material part of the consideration for this Agreement, the Developer hereby 
assumes all risk of injury to persons and damage to property resulting from the construction of the water 
facilities from any source and to whomever belonging, except to the extent caused by willful or negligent 
acts of the District or its agents and hereby waives all claims in respect thereof against the District and 
agrees to defend and hold the District harmless from and against any such claims by others.  The 
District shall not be liable or responsible for the loss of or damage to any of the Developer's property, 
or that of its employees, customers or invitees, resulting from burglary, theft or vandalism; nor shall the 
District be liable for loss of or damage or injury to persons or property occurring during the construction 
of the water facilities for any cause, or under any circumstances, except to the extent caused by or 
resulting from the willful or negligent acts of the District or its agents. 

a. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing in this Section 20 is intended to alter any immunity, privilege, 
limitation of liability, or other protection of either party under applicable law, including Nevada 
Revised Statutes and any governmental immunities or damage limitations.  If any portion of this 
Section 20 is found to be invalid or enforceable, it shall be adjusted only as necessary to comply 
with the law while maintaining the protections intended for both parties. 

ARTICLE II 

DISTRICT AGREES: 

1. Upon completion of construction of the Water Facilities, acceptance of same by the District, and 
fulfillment by the Health District of all requirements of this Agreement, to supply water to, and to 
thereafter operate and maintain the Water Facilities installed pursuant to this Agreement in accordance 
with the Service Rules as the same are established and amended. 

2. Construction water may be provided through metered fire hydrants and/or metered service connections 
in accordance with the Service Rules. 
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3. 
of Regional Connection Charges based on a confirmed audit of annual water usage by the above-
described property within the first three (3) years of operation.  All payments will be based on the 
Regional Connection Charge Rates paid at the time of project approval. 

ARTICLE III 

IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED: 

1. The parties understand that this Agreement does not create "water rights", but only rights to conditional 
water service as a potential customer. This Agreement does not create a property interest in such water 
service and the Health District is not deemed a District water customer until the Water Facilities and 
development identified herein are completed as specified. 

2. The Water Facilities installed under this Agreement shall be and remain the exclusive property of the 
District, and shall become a part of the general water distribution system after acceptance by 
the District. 

3. In the event a portion of the Water Facilities are constructed but this Agreement terminates, the above-
described property shall have no water commitment by virtue of the installation of the Water Facilities. 
Requests for future use of said Water Facilities if retained in place, shall require that a new water 
commitment be obtained before the Water Facilities can be utilized. 

4. This Agreement shall terminate and the conditional commitment shall be void if any of the following 
occurs: 

a. Construction of the Water Facilities covered by the plan or plans identified in this Agreement is not 
commenced within one (1) year from the date of District approval of said plan or plans; or 

b. If active construction work is discontinued for a period of one (1) year; or if such construction is 
commenced within said one (1) year period, but is not diligently prosecuted to completion in a 
manner acceptable to the District. 

5. If this Agreement terminates in accordance with its terms, right, title and interest of all or any portion of 
the Water Facilities installed, as determined solely and exclusively by the District, shall become the 
exclusive property of the District for the District to use, modify, or to dispose of as the District deems 
appropriate.

The City of Las Vegas (City)  submitted plans to the District for the installation of one public fire 
hydrant, one 1½-inch domestic meter with one 1½-inch reduced pressure principal assembly 
(RPPA), one 1-inch irrigation meter with one 1-inch RPPA, and one 8-inch reduced pressure 
detector assembly with one ¾-inch bypass meter (Facilities) at the project known as Fire 
Station 103, Project No. 143220 (Project).  This Project is on Alta Drive, west of Falcon Lane.  
 
If approved, the attached Interlocal Agreement No. 143220-A (Agreement) provides the terms and 
conditions for installation of the Facilities, as generally shown on Exhibit A of the Agreement, at 
the City’s sole expense.  The City will ensure payment for all construction water use and provide 
the District easements to the Facilities.  Upon completion of the Project, the Facilities will become 
District property.

This lnterlocal Agreement "Agreement" is entered between the City of Las Vegas, a municipal corporation of the 
State of Nevada, "City", and the Las Vegas Valley Water District, a political subdivision of the State of Nevada, 
"District". The "Effective Date" is the date of the last signature on this Agreement. 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, the District is engaged in the business of distributing potable water in the City of Las Vegas, Nevada, 
and portions of County of Clark, Nevada; 

WHEREAS, the City is engaged in the development of real property on Alta Drive, west of Falcon Lane, as 
depicted on Exhibit A, as further referenced as Clark County Assessor's Parcel Number 138-36-201-014, the 
"Property", as the "Project"; 

WHEREAS, the City desires to receive potable water from the District for use on the Property and has made 
application for water service for the Property; 

WHEREAS, the City is engaged in the construction of the Project, and has authorized a distribution of water for 
the development subject to the District's Service Rules; 

WHEREAS, the District is willing to serve the Property with water pursuant to its Service Rules as adopted by its 
Bp�ird of Directo.rs and subject to the City performing all of the terms, conditions and provisions required of the 
City in this Agreement; 

WHEREAS; the City is willing to construct at its sole cost and expense the required water service connections 
and appurtenances for the purpose of providing water service to the Property; and 

WHEREAS, both the City and the District are authorized to enter into interlocal agreements pursuant to

CITY AGREES: 

A This Agreement provides a water commitment on a conditional basis only for installation of water facilities for 
City of Las Vegas Fire Station 103 on Alta Drive, west of Falcon Lane, further referenced as Clark County 
Assessor Parcel Number 138-36-201�014. The conditional water commitment is provided in accordance with 
the District's Service Rules, which are made a part of the Agreement by reference and applies only to the 
development identified in this paragraph. 

B. The water commitment will be conditional until all water facilities identified in paragraph E of this Article I are
constructed by the City and accepted by the District for the complete development described in paragraph A
of this Article I.

C. In the event the use of the Property changes and modifications to the water facilities are required, the City will
be required to either obtain a new conditional water commitment from the District, or at the option of the
District, to amend the Agreement.

D. The City has had the opportunity to review the Service Rules and agrees to comply with the Service Rules
that are in force on the effective date of this Agreement including those sections pertaining to the water
commitment process.

E. At the City's sole cost and expense, the City shall furnish all necessary materials, labor, and equipment for
the construction of the service connections and appurtenances which may include, but not be limited to, the
connection to the main and the lateral pipe, a meter or battery thereof, a meter box or vault, valves, and

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backflow prevention assembly, hereinafter called "Water Facilities", from the main to the point where the 
water being delivered leaves the piping owned by the District. The location and type of the Water Facilities are 
identified on the plan entitled:

F. The Water Facilities may be sized to ultimately provide water service to development other than described
herein; however, the conditional water commitment is only for that portion of the Project described herein and
any additional construction requires a separate and additional conditional water commitment from the District.

G. The Water Facilities shall be constructed in the location shown, in accordance with the above-mentioned plan,
as approved by the District, and in conformance with District specifications.

H. All work shall be subject to inspection and approval by an authorized representative of the District, and the

District shall be notified a minimum of 48 hours in advance of actual construction start and 24 hours prior to
an inspection of any part of the work, so necessary inspection can be arranged.

I. The City shall comply with the District's Service Rules that are in force on the effective date of this Agreement
including those sections pertaining to the water commitment process and construction of the Water Facilities
identified in Article I, paragraph E, above.

J. At the City's sole cost and expense, the City shall perform all survey work necessary to ensure installation of
the Water Facilities to the location and grades called for in the plans.

K. At the City's sole cost and expense, the City shall disinfect and pressure test the Water Facilities to the
satisfaction of the District and the health authorities having jurisdiction.

L. Conneotions to existing mains shall be made only in the presence of an authorized representative of the

District and at the times specified by the District.

M. The Water Facilities shall be located outside of driveways, driveway approaches, or other areas subject to
vehicular traffic. In the event the Water Facilities are located within those areas either inadvertently or
otherwise, the City shall cause such Water Facilities to be relocated outside of the driveways, driveway
approaches, or other areas described above, in accordance with District requirements, or shall reimburse the
District for the cost of relocating the Water Facilities. If extraordinary conditions exist that would prevent
compliance with this requirement, the City may submit to the District a written request for a waiver of this
requirement pursuant to the District's Service Rules.

N. The City shall furnish to the District easements, in a form satisfactory to the District, where Water Facilities
are approved to be installed in other than dedicated streets or alleys. Said easements shall conform to the

requirements as indicated on the approved water plans and be perpetual. The conditions of said easements
shall be such that no buildings, structures, trees, shrubs, or other improvements which would interfere with
their use by the District can be placed upon it, that the District will have the right to operate, maintain, repair,
replace, and/or change the size and/or number of Water Facilities, and that proper access to all parts of the

easements by District forces and equipment is provided. The conditions of said easements shall further
provide that the prbperty owner agrees to pay any and all costs incurred by the District to make and/or
maintain said easements accessible to the District. It may be provided that other utility lines can be installed in

said easement, so long as they do not interfere with their use by the District and are in compliance with state
laws and regulations.

0. Should any defective material or workmanship affecting the Water Facilities installed by the City be disclosed
within one (1) year of the date of completion and acceptance of the Water Facilities by the District, the City
shall immediately cause the defect to be corrected or shall reimburse the District for its cost to correct said
defect. For the purpose of this Agreement, failures including, but not limited to, any leak or break in the Water
Facilities, or any pavement settlement, shall be considered conclusive evidence of defective materials and/or
workmanship.

Fiscal Impact: 
The requested $157,654 is available in the District's Capital Budget. 

Background: 
On March 21, 2023, the Board of Directors approved a professional services agreement with 
Kimley-Horn and Associates for professional engineering design services on the South Boulevard 
2745 Zone Reservoir Inlet/Outlet Pipeline (Project).  The Project consists of 18,500 linear feet of 
42-inch diameter pipeline, communications infrastructure, and necessary appurtenances.  The 
Project requires the use of existing patent easements as well as the acquisition of temporary and 
permanent easements on privately owned properties. 
 
Construction of the Project requires use of approximately 100 feet of frontage on Clark County 
Assessor Parcel Number 191-20-401-001 (Property) owned by AYB Realty Investments, LLC, a 
Nevada limited liability company, and Naima Abrishami, Trustee of the Mana Management 
Money Purchase Pension Plan (Owners) as shown on Attachment A.  The District is proposing to 
utilize the 33-foot patent reservation, acquire a 17-foot permanent easement, and purchase a 50-foot 
temporary construction easement (Easements).  An offer to purchase the Easements was presented 
and accepted by Allen Y Benyamin and Naima Abrishami, authorized Owner representatives.  
 
If this action is approved, the Board authorizes the purchase of the Easements from the Owners 
pursuant to the attached term sheet.  The temporary easement would expire three years following 
recordation, with an option to renew for one additional year.  Board authorization is required as 
the purchase amount exceeds the authority of the General Manger under provisions of the 
September 1, 2020, Board Resolution.  By approval of this item, the Board is also authorizing the 
General Manager, or designee, to renew the temporary easement as necessary at the monthly 
extension rate of $1,925 for a total amount not to exceed $23,100.

Background: 
On April 3, 2025, GCW, Inc. (GCW), and the District entered into Agreement No. 012830.0 
(Agreement) to provide professional design services for the District’s minor capital improvement 
program (Program), which includes projects for small diameter pipeline and meter vault 
installations and replacements (Projects) in an annual amount not to exceed of $1,000,000 with an 
option to renew for six, one-year renewal periods.   
 
Since approval of the Agreement, design work for multiple Projects has been completed by GCW, 
and the total commitment costs are approaching the total annual amount authorized by the 
Agreement.  Due to the significant progress, the District would like to assign additional work in 
support of the Program to GCW.  If approved, the attached Agreement to Provide Professional 
Services Amendment No. 1 (Amendment) includes the terms and conditions necessary to increase 
the annual amount of the Agreement by $1,000,000.  Under the Amendment, the total Agreement 
amount will be $2,000,000 during the current year and each renewal period.

That the Board of Directors authorize an additional incentive of 75 percent for eligible District 
customers participating in the Authority’s Water Efficient Technologies and Smart Irrigation 
Rebate Programs.

Background: 
The Southern Nevada Water Authority’s (Authority) Water Efficient Technologies (WET) and 
Smart Irrigation Rebate (SIR) Programs incentivize non-residential customers to invest in 
equipment, site improvements, control systems and other projects that improve water efficiency. 
WET incentives are used to help fund projects that reduce both consumptive uses, such as cooling 
system replacements, and non-consumptive uses, such as commercial laundry retrofits. The WET 
program currently provides a rebate cap of up to 50 percent of eligible costs. 
 
To increase the WET and SIR programs’ participation and effectiveness, staff recommends 
establishing a complementary incentive for District customers as follows: (1) the District would 
provide $0.75 cents for every $1.00 provided by the Authority, (2) only District customers in good 
standing would be eligible  to receive this additional WET incentive from the District, and (3)the 
total incentive received by a District customer from both the Authority’s programs and the 
District’s additional incentive shall be limited to 80 percent of the total project or product cost. 
Similar to the District’s Water Smart Landscapes topper, all customers would be subject to the 
Authority’s WET and SIR program conditions.  This supplement will be available to eligible 
active, pending, and future projects.
